Mobile Modular constructed an entire
modular campus to provide students
with their own temporary school after a
flood.

In June of 2016, a disastrous flood hit Kanawha
County in West Virginia. The town of Elkview
and the surrounding areas experienced
unprecedented flooding. Massive rains brought
over 10 inches of rain in a 24-hour period,
causing the flooding. The government disbursed
federal funds to rebuild and assist the victims
during this disaster. This included the Herbert
Hoover High School which was destroyed by the
flooding of the nearby Elk River.

In 2017, Modular Mobile constructed an entire
campus, consisting of 11 modular buildings,
connected by elevated, covered, and lighted
walkways. Hoover students received their own
temporary school while the permanent
replacement was constructed. Modular Mobile
based the campus design on standard building
elements, grouped in clusters based on
educational programming components.
